Our theme is dreams and goals. Over the course of the term, we will explore several aspects relating to dreams and goals, challenge; never giving up; setting a goal; obstacles and support and flight to the future.  





• Initiates conversations, attends to and takes account of what others say. 


•Confident to talk to other children when playing, and will communicate freely about own home and community 


• Confident to speak to others about own needs, wants, interests and opinions.


• Keeps play going by responding to what others are saying or doing.


• Demonstrates friendly behaviour, initiating conversations and forming good relationships with peers and familiar adults.


• Begins to accept the needs of others and can take turns and share resources, sometimes with support from others.

Communication and Language


Children will use their speaking and listening skills to create predictions based on our story, Supertato. Children will explore the language used in our superhero books. They will be encourage to use their language in role play activities. 





• Listens to stories with increasing attention and recall.


• Extends vocabulary, especially by grouping and naming, exploring the meaning and sounds of new words.


•Uses language to imagine and recreate roles and experiences in play situations.


•Listens and responds to ideas expressed by others in conversation or discussion. �•Questions why things happen and gives explanations. Asks e.g. who, what, when, how.

















Expressive Arts and Design


We will have role play areas based on Supertato and Chinese New Year where children will take on different roles. We will use construction equipment to enhance our role play.  Children will have the opportunity to develop their fine motor skills by creating their own superheros.


• Imitates movement in response to music


• Understands that different media can be combined to create new effects. 


• Manipulates materials to achieve a planned effect.


• Introduces a storyline or narrative into their play.

Physical Development�Children will be encouraged to form letters correctly. We will promote a healthy, balanced diet and independence in self-care. Children will participate in gymnastic activities such as jumping, rolling, balancing and climbing.





• Mounts stairs, steps or climbing equipment using alternate feet.


• Can stand momentarily on one foot when shown.


• Jumps off an object and lands appropriately.


• Travels with confidence and skill around, under, over and through balancing and climbing equipment


• Handles tools, objects, construction and malleable materials safely and with increasing control.


• Uses a pencil and holds it effectively to form recognisable letters, most of which are correctly formed. 


• Begins to form recognisable letters.


• Eats a healthy range of foodstuffs and understands need for variety in food.


• Shows some understanding that good practices with regard to exercise, eating, sleeping and hygiene can contribute to good health. 


• Shows understanding of the need for safety when tackling new challenges, and considers and manages some risks.

















• Constructs with a purpose in mind, using a variety of resources. 


•Builds stories around toys, e.g. farm animals needing rescue from an armchair ‘cliff’.


•Uses available resources to create props to support role-play


•Create simple representations of events, people and objects. 








Maths�We will continue to practice counting accurately and counting out objects from a larger group. Children will compare amounts, and begin to look at one more and one less than a given amount. They will begin to add objects together and to record the number sentence. Children will also recap 2D and 3D shape using mathematical language to name and describe their properties. �•Counts objects to 10, and beginning to count beyond 10.�•Counts out up to six objects from a larger group. �•Counts an irregular arrangement of up to ten objects.�•Finds the total number of items in two groups by counting all of them. �•Says the number that is one more than a given number. �•Finds one more or one less from a group of up to five objects, then ten objects.�•In practical activities and discussion, beginning to use the vocabulary involved in adding and subtracting. �• Records, using marks that they can interpret and explain�• Beginning to use mathematical names for ‘solid’ 3D shapes and ‘flat’ 2D shapes, and mathematical terms to describe shapes.�• Beginning to use everyday language related to money.
































Knowledge and Understanding of the World


Children will begin to explore IPads in order to support their Literacy work. They will begin to explore how to use computers. We will be celebrating Chinese New Year and learning its traditions. 


• Shows interest in different occupations and ways of life. 


•Recognises and describes special times or events for family or friends.


•Comments and asks questions about aspects of their familiar world such as the place where they live or the natural world.


• Talks about why things happen and how things work.


• Developing an understanding of growth, decay and changes over time.


•Completes a simple program on a computer.


•Uses ICT hardware to interact with age-appropriate computer software.











Literacy


Our Literacy work will be based around the Sue Hendra story, Supertato and Super Duck by Jez Alborough. 


READING


Continuing to learn new letter sounds and practise blending and segmenting. Learn to read and write tricky words within sentences. Following text and pointing at each word as we read it. 


• Shows awareness of rhyme and continues a rhyming string.


• Beginning to be aware of the way stories are structured.


• Suggests how the story might end.


• Describes main story settings, events and principal characters.


• Recognises familiar words and signs such as own name and advertising logos.


• Looks at books independently.


• Knows that print carries meaning and, in English, is read from left to right and top to bottom.


• Can segment the sounds in simple words and blend them together and knows which letters represent some of them.


• Uses vocabulary and forms of speech that are increasingly influenced by their experiences of books.


WRITING


Working with the story children will create and write posters, comic strips, speech bubbles, rhymes and predictions. They will be encouraged to use their phonic knowledge to sound out words and form letters correctly.





• Begins to break the flow of speech into words.


•Hears and says the initial sound in words.


•Can segment the sounds in simple words and blend them together.


•Uses some clearly identifiable letters to communicate meaning, representing some sounds correctly and in sequence.


•Writes own name and other things such as labels, captions.


• Attempts to write short sentences in meaningful contexts.
