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PSED


Supporting children to settle into their new environment.


Ensuring children can access all areas of the provision confidently.


Modelling kind behaviour.


Building relationships with staff and peers.


Establishing behavioural expectations.





• Initiates play, offering cues to peers to join them.


• Keeps play going by responding to what others are saying or doing.


• Demonstrates friendly behaviour, initiating conversations and forming good relationships with peers and familiar adults.


• Initiates conversations, attends to and takes account of what others say. 


• Begins to accept the needs of others and can take turns and 


share resources, sometimes with support from others.


• Aware of the boundaries set, and of behavioural expectations in the setting














Communication and Language


Developing children’s skills to listen to one another and respond.


Developing children’s confidence to talk to others


Talking about events using different tenses.


Retelling events from story and real life.





• Listens to others one to one or in small groups, when conversation interests them.


• Listens to stories with increasing attention and recall.


• Joins in with repeated refrains and anticipates key events and phrases in rhymes and stories.


• Focusing attention – still listen or do, but can shift own attention. 


• Is able to follow directions (if not intently focused on own choice of activity).











Expressive Arts and Design


Children will explore rhythm and songs, playing musical instruments to accompany themselves. They will explore different materials and how they can be used mixed or joined to create pictures and models. Children will take part in role play activities


•Sings a few familiar songs.


•Beginning to move rhythmically.


•Taps out simple repeated rhythms.


•Explores colour and how colours can be changed.


•Beginning to construct, stacking blocks vertically and horizontally, making enclosures and creating spaces.

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Physical Development�Playing games such as beans that encourage children to explore different ways of moving.

•Moves freely and with pleasure and confidence in a range of ways, such as slithering, shuffling, rolling, crawling, walking, running, jumping, skipping, sliding and hopping.


•Mounts stairs, steps or climbing equipment using alternate feet.


•Holds pencil near point between first two fingers and thumb and uses it with good control.


•Begins to form recognisable letters.


•Usually dry and clean during the day.


•Dresses independently.























•Engages in imaginative role-play based on own first-hand experiences.


•Builds stories around toys, e.g. farm animals needing rescue from an armchair ‘cliff’.


•Uses available resources to create props to support role-play


•Create simple representations of events, people and objects. 








Knowledge and Understanding of the World


Children will think about special times they have with their family and friends. We will celebrate Eid and Diwali. Children will observe the world around them, noting changes in autumn. We will also begin to use cameras to record our learning and ipads to support it.


•Shows interest in the lives of people who are familiar to them. 


•Remembers and talks about significant events in their own experience.


•Recognises and describes special times or events for family or friends.


•Enjoys joining in with family customs and routines.


•Comments and asks questions about aspects of their familiar world such as the place where they live or the natural world.


•Can talk about some of the things they have observed such as plants, animals, natural and found objects. 


•Developing an understanding of growth, decay and changes over


•Looks closely at similarities, differences, patterns and change.


•Shows an interest in technological toys with knobs or pulleys, or real objects such as cameras or mobile phones.


•Completes a simple program on a computer.











Maths


Reading, writing and reciting numbers to 5, 10 or 20.


Using different strategies to count accurately.


Comparing quantities.


Naming 2D shapes


Comparing the size of objects.


•Counts objects to 10, and beginning to count beyond 10.


•Counts out up to six objects from a larger group. 


•Selects the correct numeral to represent 1 to 5, then 1 to 10 objects.


•Counts an irregular arrangement of up to ten objects.


•Uses the language of ‘more’ and ‘fewer’ to compare two sets of objects.


•Beginning to use mathematical names for 2D shapes, and mathematical terms to describe shapes.


•Selects a particular named shape.


•Orders two or three items by length or height.





























Literacy


READING


Joining in rhymes and begin to think of other rhyming words.


Listening to stories and predicting what might happen next.


Recognising their own name – finding own tray, cloakroom peg, name on jumper or self-registering in the mornings.


Playing games such as I – spy to support children hearing and saying initial sounds.


Play robot games so children blend sounds into words e.g ‘Put on your h – a – t.


Learning letter sounds to match letters


• Shows awareness of rhyme and alliteration.


• Listens to and joins in with stories and poems, one-to-one and also in small groups.


• Joins in with repeated refrains and anticipates key events and phrases in rhymes and stories.


• Beginning to be aware of the way stories are structured.


• Suggests how the story might end.


• Listens to stories with increasing attention and recall.


• Recognises familiar words and signs such as own name and advertising logos.


• Looks at books independently.


• Links sounds to letters, naming and sounding the letters of the alphabet.





WRITING


Encourage children to give meaning to their marks when drawing or painting, e.g. when drawing a picture ask to talk about it and add labels such as ‘Mummy’ or ‘car’ using own marks. 


Hear and say initial sounds in words and begin to write the letters.


Practise writing their own name.





•Gives meaning to marks they make as they draw, write and paint.


•Hears and says the initial sound in words.


•Can segment the sounds in simple words and blend them together.


•Uses some clearly identifiable letters to communicate meaning, representing some sounds correctly and in sequence.


•Writes own name and other things such as labels, captions.
