





PE - Swimming – children will learn how to stay safe in the water and begin to learn swimming skills


 Gymnastics – children will learn how to balance and roll














Science – Materials


Exploring Materials – what happens when oil, syrup, water and food colouring are added to different types of materials.


Researching Famous Scientists – John Boyd Dunlop etc


Pattern Seeking – exploring what happens when different materials are combined (magic sand)


Melting – exploring how long it takes for chocolate, ice etc to melt and using Discovery Dog to conduct an experiment.


Floating and Sinking – exploring which objects sink, float. Link to Titanic and ship building.





English 


Narrative Writing – Stories by the same author. We will be reading the story of George’s Marvellous Medicine and writing our own stories based on this well loved tale.


Non Fiction Writing – Non Chronological Reports based on the history of the Titanic. Instructional writing linked to making our own replica Titanic’s.


Poetry – Riddles and Tongue Twisters


Phonics – Children will continue to work on their phonic phase and be expected to use long vowels, prefixes and suffixes, contractions and apostrophes for possession.
