Schools are required to provide swimming for either Key Stage 1 OR Key Stage 2.

Here at Smithdown, we provide swimming for BOTH Key Stage 1 AND Key Stage 2. We also provide ‘Top-Up’ swimming for all children in Year 6. This is an opportunity for those who have not yet achieved the minimum required distance of 25m and for those who have, to develop their range of strokes further.

	December 2018 – 26% ( 8 out of 30) Y6 children successfully completing the minimum required distance of 25m – Top Ups to proceed as planned in Summer
**Key Stage 1 swimming to be discontinued from 2019 (large expense for little impact)

Breakfast Club Sports (LSA led) has approximately 30 children attending daily
Lunchtime sports clubs for KS2 classes (1 day per class) have approximately 25 - 30 children participating per class per day 

KS2 Playground Buddies have now become Playtime Leaders – each child timetabled for specific days 

Organised lunchtime activities (yard) has seen an increase in the less active children and a decrease in playtime incidents of poor behaviour
A range of after school clubs provide varied opportunities to keep active and learn about healthy lifestyles: Football, Basketball, Multi-skills, Multi-sports and Cookery
